The quartz bulbs burfiemubo quickly
due to excessive heat, often destroying the fixitnsile the housing in the process. Changing tileshs, as you might
imagine, a big hassle, and usually also involvptaing the fixture, which is expensive. So, wea&orking on those as
well: currently, we are removing the lights, reptacthe fixtures with ones that use LED bulbs, eslacing the bulbs
themselves with LED bulbs. LED bulbs, as you magw from your own home, generate very little haea¢, extremely
long-lived, and use far less electricity than ottyges of bulbs. Once this process is completesiveeild have far fewer
burn-outs, less maintenance problems, and a soméovher electric bill. Please note: we are repigdhe bulbs and the
fixtures, not the housings. The housings (the yautsee when you look up at them) are not beiaggéd — we're
using the same ones. So, when we're all done aedaomks up at them, they will all look the samétey always have
(except that all of them will be working).
